Forging academic links between the EU and Bangladesh: Call for Proposals for University Partnerships under the Erasmus Mundus Programme

The Erasmus Mundus Programme has an impressive record of promoting academic exchange and intercultural understanding between the Member States of the European Union and other countries for the purpose of studying, teaching, training and research. The European Commission is pleased to draw attention to the on-going Call for proposals for the Erasmus Mundus programme. This offers valuable opportunities to universities and research organisations in Bangladesh to apply in partnership with a higher educational institution in Europe. In particular, Bangladeshi universities which already have established partnerships or have academic contacts with European Universities are invited to consult with their European partners and to look into the possibilities of participating in this programme.

The Head of Delegation of the European Commission, Dr Stefan Frowein, stated: “The Erasmus Mundus programme offers excellent prospects for mutually beneficial academic collaboration between Bangladesh and the European Union, and I would encourage universities and other eligible institutes in Bangladesh to consider taking advantage of this scheme.”

The overall allocation for partnerships with universities in Asia (including Bangladesh) under this Call for Proposals is EURO 20 Million.

Deadline for submission of applications is 15 February 2008.
